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The Hansom

The lounge pays tribute to the Hansom
Cab, a two-wheeled horse-drawn
carriage invented by Joseph Hansom in
1834. Known for its speed and
manoeuvrability, it remained a key part
of London's streets until 1947.

The Hansom is situated in what was
originally the cobbled driveway, where
Hansom Cabs once collected and
dropped off passengers arriving at the
station.

Booking Office 1869

The bar and restaurant is open every day, serving all
day dining, drinks and snacks along with cocktails and
a Sunday Roast.

The original ticket booth inside the Booking Office is a
listed structure, preserving its historical significance
within the space.

Booking Office 1869 offers own label beer, named St
Pancras Beer. Brewed exclusively by Oldershaw
Brewery, this golden lager-style beer features citrus
notes with hints of apple and peach.

The cocktail menu draws inspiration from the ceiling of
the Grand Staircase, with drinks named after the panels
of the Eight Virtues, incorporating influences from the
Victorian era.

Booking Office 1869 opened in November 2021,
transforming the historic 19th-century ticket hall into a
vibrant drinking and dining destination in King’s Cross.

Named after William Barlow, the engineer of St. Pancras
Station’s single-span arch, Barlow House contains 207 guest
rooms.

When the Midland Grand Hotel first opened,
billiards was popular among the upper classes.
The hotel included a room dedicated to it,
where gentlemen could challenge each other -
perhaps while their partners relaxed in the
Ladies’ Smoking Room.

In 1876 — just three years after the hotel
opened — Alexander Graham Bell made the
historic first transmission of clear speech by
telephone. The Exchange is where the hotel's

telephone auto exchange was installed.
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Station Masters Office
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In Victorian times, hotel finances were looked
after by The Cashier’s Office. The Cashier's
job was to collect money from guests for their
lodging accommodations and any other fees
they may have incurred during their stay.

When St. Pancras Station was built, the
first station master insisted that his office
be based not in the terminus building but,
in the quieter, more prestigious
surroundings of the hotel.
